Complete ONE of the following projects for a science fiction or fantasy book you have recently finished reading.  Project is due on April 27, 2011.  You grade will be based on the following:        Content,   Creativity,   Neatness, Effort
Options to earn a B as the highest grade (Worth a max total of 25/30 points):
1. Compare and contrast two characters in the story on a poster.  This should be colorful. 
2. Obtain a job application from an employer in our area, and fill out the application as one of the characters in the book you read might do. Before you obtain the application, be sure that the job is one for which a character in your book is qualified.
3. Write about one of the character's life twenty years from now. Must be a minimum of 1 ½ pages. 
4. Make a sketch of FIVE scenes in the book and provide captions for them. 
5. Write a letter to a friend about the book you read. Explain why you liked or did not like the book. Must be a minimum of 1 ½ pages.
6. Write a six stanza poem about the story. Using imagery, two types of figurative language, and a rhyme scheme.
7. Make 4 bookmarks for the book, drawing a character on the front, giving a brief summary of the book on back after listing the title and author.
8. Make TWO Wanted posters for characters or objects in your book. Include the following: (a) a drawing or cut out picture of the character or object, (b) a physical description of the character or object, (c) the character's or object's misdeeds (or deeds?), (d) other information about the character or object which is important, (e) the reward offered for the capture of the character or object.  
9. Make a book jacket for the book or story. Include a THREE paragraph summary and 2 Reviews. 
Options to earn a B+ as the highest grade (worth a max total of 27/30 points):
1. Choose a quote from a character/story. Write why it would or wouldn't be a good motto by which to live your life. Must be a minimum of 2 pages.
2. Look through magazines for words and pictures that describe your book. Use these to create a collage. The collage must be 11 X 16 and cover all white space.
3. Complete each of these eight ideas with material growing out of the book you read: This book made me wish that..., realize that..., decide that..., wonder about..., see that..., believe that ..., feel that..., and hope that... 
4. Interview a character. Write TWELVE questions that will give the character the opportunity to discuss his/her thoughts and feelings about his/her role in the story. All questions need to be answered on the paper. Whichever way you choose to present your interview is up to you. 
5. Be a TV or radio reporter, and give a news report of a scene from the book as if it is happening "live". This can be recorded.
6. Pretend you are making a movie of your book and are casting it. Choose the actors and actresses from real actors/actresses. Explain your choices.
7. Write a diary as the main character would write it to explain the events of the story. Must have at least SIX entries. 
8. Draw a comic-book page complete with bubble-style conversations showing an incident in your book.  You can use Toon-Doo.
9. Write an account of what you would have done during the climactic scene had you been one of the characters. 
10. Find a song or a poem that relates to the theme of your book. Explain the similarities. Must be a minimum of 1 ½ pages.








Options to earn an A as the highest grade (worth a max total of 29/30 points):
1. Choose an interesting character from your book. Consider the character's personality, likes and dislikes. Decide on a gift for him or her... something he or she would really like and use. Design a greeting card to go along with your gift. In the greeting, explain to your friend from the book why you selected the gift. 
2. Write a diary that one of the story's main characters might have kept before, during, or after the book's events. Remember that the character's thoughts and feelings are very important in a diary.  Need EIGHT one-page entries.
3. Gather a large collection of at least FIVE current events that reflect incidents that closely parallel those in your novel. Explain your selections. 
4. Write the first chapter for a sequel. Minimum of 3 pages.  If a sequel already exists you CAN NOT choose this project.
5. Imagine that you are about to make a feature-length film of the novel you read. You have been instructed to select your cast from members of your LA class. Cast all the major characters in your novel from your LA classmates and tell why you selected each person for a given part. You also need to choose the setting from our local community.  Where would you film and why?
6. Write a script for an interview with THREE main characters. Each interview must contain a minimum of 10 questions.  All answers to the questions must also be provided. 
7. Change the setting of the book you read. Tell how this change of setting would alter all the major events and affect all the major characters. Minimum of 3 pages. 
8. Create a colorful mural (on large poster board) depicting all of the characters and the major events of the book.  This must be colorful. 
9. Using important information from the book create FOUR pages of a scrapbook. Include at least 20 pictures and 10 captions.



Options to earn an A+ as the highest grade (Worth a max total of 35/30 points):
1. After reading a book, design a game, based on that book as its theme. Will you decide on a board game, card game, concentration? The choices are only limited to YOUR CREATIVITY! Be sure to include clear directions and provide everything needed to play. 
2. Read a book that has been made into a movie. Ex. The Lightening Thief (Caution: it must have been a book FIRST. Books written from screenplays are not acceptable.) Write an essay comparing the movie version with the book.  Must be a minimum of 4 pages
3. Write and perform (can be taped) an original song about the book, its’ plot and one of the themes. 
4. Retell the story to a younger grade by creating a picture book with a minimum of 10 pages. 
5. Create and participate in a television talk show about the book. You must film this and the talk show must include an interview, a skill demonstration (based on a character from the story), and a recounting of an event from the main character’s past.
6. Find the top 10 web sites a character in your book would most frequently visit. Include 2-3 sentences for each on why your character likes each of the sites. 
7. Design a movie poster for the book you read. Cast the major character in the book with real actors and actresses. Include a scene or dialogue from the book in the layout of the poster. Remember, it should be PERSUASIVE; you want people to come see the movie. 
8. Plan a party for the characters in the book you read. In order to do this, complete each of the following tasks: (a) Design an invitation to the party which would appeal to all of the characters. (b) Imagine that you are five of the characters in the book and tell what each would wear to the party. (c) Tell what food you would serve and why. (d) Tell what games or entertainment you will provide and why your choices are appropriate. (e) Tell how three of the characters will act at the party. (f) What kind of a party is this? (birthday, housewarming, un-birthday, anniversary, etc.)
